Knowing how and where to shut off your toilet or sink water supply is important in times of
emergencies.

Toilets: Toilets have a single cold-water valve, called a "stop valve." Turn the handle clockwise
to shut off the water if your toilet is overflowing.
Sinks: Look for the valve under the sink, usually at the back of the cabinet. They are connected
to the water supply tubes that serve the faucet. One for hot, one for cold, usually with the cold
on the right-hand side. Turn the valve(s) clockwise to turn off the water.
